church history examining the writings of early church writers such as papias ignatius

of antioch justin martyr irenaeus and eusebius it then compares these findings with the

date source and reception of the non canonical gospels that have received the most

attention lately such as the gospel of thomas gospel of mary gospel of judas gospel

of philip and gospel of peter there is also a brief survey of thirteen of the most

important non canonical gospels the survey provides an opinion on the dependence of

these upon the gospels within the new testament jjesus tried and true affirms the

superiority of the new testament gospels it concludes by addressing whether non

canonical gospels are lost christianities and also whether the designation apocryphal is

appropriate for other gospels

gospel harmonies were inevitable one of the first impulses of someone studying a

teaching or an event in jesus life is to seek as many perspectives on that event as

possible around ad 160 tatian compiled a single narrative of the four gospels reducing

the number of verses from 3 780 four separate gospels to 2 769 verses without

excluding any event or teaching from the life of jesus this holman christian standard
